Consignor Agreement –Women’s Consignment Sale

In order to participate in and profit from The Clothesline, LLC, the undersigned consignor agrees to the following statements:

· The Consignor agrees to hold harmless and make no claim against Lisa Martin, Hugh Martin, the owner of the sale site, any volunteer or paid worker, or the insurer for damage, theft, or loss of any items consigned with The Clothesline.  Precautions are taken to prevent damage, theft, and loss, but incidents do occur occasionally.

· The Consignor agrees to waive any and all claims for personal injury resulting from participation with The Clothesline.
· The Consignor has reviewed recalled items on the U.S. Consumer Product Safety Commission website (http://www.cpsc.gov/) and attests that to their knowledge none of the items consigned with The Clothesline have been recalled.

· The Consignor assumes all risk for the items left in possession of The Clothesline and will hold The Clothesline exempt from any liability.  The Clothesline will not compensate the Consignor for any damaged, stolen, or lost items.

· The Clothesline reserves the right to remove any items from the sales floor due to wear, damage, stains, or reasons deemed appropriate by The Clothesline.  These items will be donated after pick-up concludes, Sunday October 16, 2011 at 7:00 p.m.
· The Consignor is responsible for gathering their unsold items, including those without tags, on Sunday October 16, 2011 from 3:00 to 7:00 p.m.  Any items remaining after this time, regardless of whether the item is marked for donation or not, become the property of The Clothesline.  Donations will be made to charities selected by The Clothesline and at the discretion of The Clothesline.  For the 2011 sales, these include but are not limited to Pass It On, the Children’s Museum of Richmond, CARES, CHIP, and various churches.
· The Consignor agrees that The Clothesline will separate items marked “Donate: Yes” prior to pick-up and may be donated prior to the pick-up time (3:00 to 7:00 p.m.) on Sunday October 16, 2011.  No donations will be given prior to the close of the sale.
· The Consignor receives 60% of the sales price on all sold items, less a $10.00 consignor fee.  Exceptions to this are Consignors who received the Busy Mom Service (40%) and those that volunteer (the percentage is increased by 5%). 
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
